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     Here you will find an access code on the left that your students will need in order to gain access.  You can also download parent access codes here.  Once students have signed up, you will need to accept them as a student in your account (you will see them pop up in your updates in the top right when you login).

In order to use this tool legally in Gwinnett you must make sure you have changed a specific setting that will allow you to moderate student comments before they are posted.  Here are the steps:

When you are back on the main page of your course click on “Edit Course” under the course picture and then click on “Moderate.”  On the right side you will see “Enable Moderation.”  Click there.  This will allow you to moderate anything a student publishes on this site.  Each time you login, you will see a notification about new comments to approve.  Remember that a student cannot post anything without teacher moderation first, so through changing this setting you will be complying with this Gwinnett County rule and covering all of your bases.
